There is
a curriculum that the teachers use to incorporate themes such as colors, shapes,
weather, and holidays. The teacher also plans for small motor activities, art projects,
story time and circle time. Prayer starts our day and is incorporated throughout the
preschool schedule. The children will bring in their own snack and lunch. Outdoor play
is also on the schedule each day. Religion is taught weekly.
